   This book of poems about growing up Latino in the United States presents works in both English and Spanish.

Crazy Loco by David Rice

   This collection of stories centers around a dog named Loco and is loosely based on the author’s Mexican American childhood.

Looking for Alaska by John Green

   This book about Miles Halter and Alaska Young and their adventures at boarding school examines the impact that one life can have upon another. It won the Michael L. Printz Award for Excellence in Young Adult Literature.

The Purple Emperor by Herbie Brennan
